Hannah made a vow with God. In this vow what did she offer to God if God gave her a son?

Hannah also promised God that she would treat her child different than other children. How was 
she going to treat Samuel differently?   She would never cut his hair.  (1 Samuel 1:11)

was the High Priest of God

these visits.    A robe

As Samuel grew to become a man people all recognized him as being a great what?   Prophet

Because the people recognized Samuel as a great prophet what did they ask him to choose for 
them?  They came to Samuel to choose a king for them.

How did Samuel feel about the people wanting a king?   He did not like it.

How did God feel about the people wanting a king? God was disappointed; He wanted to be 
recognized as their King.

Who did God pick as Israel’s first king?   Saul

God knew that if Israel had a king that the king may not obey God, sin, and turn the people away 
from Him. Did Israel’s first King, Saul sin and disobey God?    Yes
